Shah Nawaz Khan, a research 

associa te at the CDPM, said the 

centre was set up in 2008 to train 

the youth during a diploma course 

to research the causes of disaster 

and prepare strategies to lessen 

the damages of a disaster.  

 

Speaking at a gathering after the 

inaugural ceremony, CDPM direct or 

Amir Nawaz Khan said the province 

had seen worst disasters in the 

forms of the 2005 earthquake and 

the floods of 2008, which caused 

huge human and material losses. In 

such a situation, he said, skilled 

manpower was needed to rescue 

people during a disas ter.  

The CDPM was set up to ensure 

integrated efforts for disaster 

management and disaster risk 

reduction.  

 

Asghar Ali, acting Director General 

of the PDMA, said the purpose of 

holding this event was to increase 

awareness about disaster 

management and str engthen 

linkages between organizations  

working for disaster management 

and calamity mitigation. He said 

organizations  working in the field of 

disaster management were 

provided this platform so that 

people could know about them and 

their role.  

He said Emerg ency Response Unit 

had been set up to provide relief to 

those affected by Operation Rah - i-

Rast and once the disaster was 

over, their role was taken over by 

the PDMA.

The announcement to this effect was made byMr. Shakil Qadir Khan, Director General, PDMA/PaRRSA 

in2

Project Steering Committee (PSC) of USAID assisted Malakand Reconstruction Program meeting held on 

Friday, June 4, 2010 at Peshawar. The USAID Regional Director, Mr. Edward Birgells emphasized the need of 

authentic data from the Government Institutions, so the reconstruction work can start at the earliest. 

 

PSC also approved reconstruction of 76 schools, 3 BHUs and block provision of Rs. 300 million for partially 

damage health facilities in Malakand Division. Under Water Supply Schemes, the chair directed all concerned 

that a join effort should be carried out in the affected area to prioritize and verify the damage water supply 

facilities.

WORKING ON DISASTER RESILIENT CONSTRUCTION OF 

EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES IN CONFLICT HIT AREAS: 

Infra Cell PaRRSA is working on the design of 151 fully 

damaged schools and 03 basic Health units which are to be 

reconstructed in conflict ridden Malakand Division. 

 

PaRRSA worked in close coordination with the line 

departments to verify the damages reported and then with 

the consultant designer to design the seismically safe 

schools/BHUs.  

 

Modular Design Approach is adopted to adapt the design to 

various sites. 

 

Total of 110 schools have been approved from the District 

Reconstruction Committee (DRRC) among them 12 are in 

Buner, 79 in Swat and 19 in Dir Lower. Total of 38 schools 

have gone through the tendering stage among them 12 are 

in Buner, 15 in Swat and 11 in Dir Lower.   

 

 

DISCUSSIONS WITH USAID REGARDING TECHNICAL DETAILS, 

DESIGNS AND AGREEMENTS 

PaRRSA is in constant contact with USAID technical team. We 

have been part of various discussions on the technical details 

of designs of the schools and health facilities under US 

Funding.  First Fixed Amount Reimbursement Agreement 

(FARA I) was signed for 5 schools. FARA II 76 schools will be 

sign shortly.
